• The average wage for Construction trades helpers and labourers in British Columbia (B.C.) was $22.17/hour in 
2020, which was compared to $23.61/hour nationally

• In 2020, a total of 19,460 employees worked as construction trade helpers and labourers in B.C. It is anticipated 
that this sector will grow five per cent between 2020 and 2028.

• In 2020, median annual wages for the sector in B.C. were estimated at $41,600 while in Squamish, median wages 
were marginally lower at $41,321. A lower annual wage is also prevalent throughout the Lower Mainland area.
